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Pet Requirements Are a Must

Although the Humane Society has a few requirements for adopting a pet, some people don't want them. I support the requirements because if there weren't any requirements anyone off the street could walk in and take an animal. The person could be cruel to animals or they might not have enough money to feed and take care of a pet. They also might not meet the requirements for adopting a pet.

First of all, the person who wants to adopt a pet cold be cruel to animals. They might have a record of hurting animals and they might be banned from owning an animal. It wouldn't be right to give the animal to a person if the animal was going to be harmed or mistreated in anyway. The point of adopting is to give a good home to an animal, not a bad one.

Another reason is that the person who wants to adopt a pet might not have enough money to take good care of an animal. It would also take lots of responsibility, love, care, and patience to keep an animal healthy. A cat would cost over $500 a year. Dogs cost about $620-$780 depending on the size of the animal. That shows that dogs and cats can be very expensive and only people who are responsible and can afford the proper care for a cat or dog should own one. Dogs and cats also need love and affection to have a healthy lifestyle. Someone who has little money or time should not adopt a pet because the pet would probably be better off in a shelter.

A final reason is that a person who wants to adopt a pet might not have a home that meets the requirements for owning a pet. First of all, you have to be 18 years or older to adopt a pet. In some states you have to be 21 years old or older. That requirement keeps children from adopting a pet against their parents' wishes. You also need a valid J.D. and proof of address. In some states, everyone who will be living with the animal must meet it. These requirements are very important for the health and wellness of a pet. 

Some people think that there don't need to be requirements for adopting a pet but there are requirements because it is not only logical, but ethical. The people who don't want requirements for adopting pets don't understand that anyone off the street would be able to take a helpless little puppy home with them. That person could be homeless or have no money to take care of the animal. That person could also be a child who wants a puppy but his parents won't let him. If the pet goes into a bad or harmful home it isn't better for the animal in anyway, shape, or form. That is why I think there needs to be requirements for adopting a pet so that just anyone from off the street can't take a helpless pet with them.
